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Among its canonically prescribed responsibilities, the Standing Committee serves as the Bishop’s Council of Advice. Our status and duties are set forth in Article IV of the Constitution of the Domestic and Foreign Missionary Society of the Episcopal Church, Canon 1.12 of the Canons of the Domestic and Foreign Missionary Society of the Episcopal Church, Article VII of the Constitution of the Diocese of Albany, and elsewhere throughout the Constitution and Canons of the Diocese.

At its meeting on April 8, 2025, the Standing Committee took up, among others, the following matters:  
1. Advised the Bishop and consented to the  Reinstatement of a priest to the Diocese of Albany.
2. Adopted the minutes of the Standing Committee meeting of March 11, 2025.
3. Consented to the Election of the Rev. Angel Roberto Rivera Rodriguez as Bishop of Cuba.
4. Consented to the sale of property of Christ Church, Schenectady, subject to such conditions on the use of proceeds as may be recommended by the Trustees
5. Welcomed the Bishop’s report on his recent House of Bishop meeting, activities and news about developments, including visitation of churches in the Diocese.   He will be deconsecrating the space of Christ Church, Morristown on April 26th.
6. Heard a report from the President of the Standing Committee regarding his retirement and waiting for the Holy Spirit to reveal the next plan for him. He shared observations about ways forward for parishes and the diocese.
7. Received an updated report on the Convention plans for October.
